Cancelaria de Stat a Republicii Moldova si Departamentul de Stat al Statelor Unite
ale Americii (Impreuna ,,Participantii") au convenit asupra urmatoarelor intelegeri:

L Scop

Manipularea informationala strdind reprezintid o amenintare pentru toate natiunile
democratice ghidate de valori comune si justificd o cooperare internationald sporitd
in cadrul diverselor activititi. Cancelaria de Stat a Republicii Moldova si
Departamentul de Stat al Statelor Unite ale Americii se angajeaza sd colaboreze
pentru a reduce impactul manipuldrii informationale strdine si pentru a construi
ecosisteme informationale rezistente la nivel societal si institutional.

II. Cadrul de Combatere a manipularii informationale straine

Participantii afirmd urmatorul cadru de combatere a manipuldrii informationale
stréine:

. Abordarea eficientd a manipularii informationale strdine depinde
de faptul ci térile trebuie sd depaseasca abordarile de tipul ,,monitorizeaza si
raporteaza" si sd dezvolte si si implementeze strategii pentru a contracara
aceastd amenintare.

. Organizarea si administrarea unei aborddri la nivel national
pentru contracararea manipuldrii informationale striine beneficiazd de
structuri coordonate Intre agentii.



. Contracararea eficientd a manipuldrii informationale striine
depinde de existenta mijloacelor tehnice si a capacitdtii umane necesare
pentru a mentine gradul de constientizare a amenintéarii.

. Societatea civild, presa independentd si mediul academic sunt
esentiale pentru a sprijini si informa initiativele guvernamentale de
contracarare a manipuldrii informationale striine.

. Organizatiile multilaterale care valorificdi cooperarea
internationald pentru a contracara i a dezvolta rezistenta la manipularea
informationald straini sunt indispensabile in reducerea lacunelor de informatii
si de capacitati din térile partenere.

III. Domeniul de aplicare

In vederea aprofundarii Parteneriatului dintre Participanti cu privire la aceste
provocari, Participantil intentioneazd sa instituie o consultare bilaterald privind
combaterea manipulédrii informationale strdine pentru a stabili directia activititilor
viitoare. Se preconizeazi cd Global Engagement Center si Ambasada Statelor Unite
la Chisindu, In numele Departamentului de Stat al Statelor Unite, Centrul pentru
Comunicare Strategicd si Combaterea Dezinformaérii, precum si Cancelaria de Stat
vor coordona Impreuna aceste consultari.

Implementarea, Statutul si intreruperea

Participantii intentioneaza sd facd schimb de informatii In cadrul prezentului
Memorandum 1n conformitate cu legile, reglementarile si politicile lor respective.
Participantii intentioneazd ca orice informatie schimbatd in temeiul prezentului
Memorandum sa fie furnizata in conditii de confidentialitate si sa nu fie divulgata in
afara guvernului Participantului destinatar, cu exceptia cazului in care divulgarea
este impusa de legislatia internd a Participantului destinatar.

Partile la prezentul Acord vor fi Cancelaria de Stat a Republicii Moldova si
Departamentul de Stat al SUA pana la infiintarea persoanei juridice Centrul pentru
Comunicare Strategica si Combaterea Dezinformarii. Dupa finalizarea procedurilor
de infiintare, Centrul va inlocui Cancelaria de Stat ca parte a prezentului Acord.

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Memorandum of Understanding on Countering Foreign Information Manipulation

The State Chancellery of the Republic of Moldova and the United States Department
of State (together, “the Participants”) have reached the following understandings:

1. Purpose

Foreign information manipulation poses a threat to all democratic nations guided by
shared values, and warrants enhanced international cooperation across various
activities. The State Chancellery of the Republic of Moldova and the United States
Department of State are committed to collaboration to reduce the impact of foreign
information manipulation and build societally and institutionally resilient
information ecosystems.

II.  Framework for Countering Foreign Information Manipulation

The Participants affirm the following framework for countering foreign information
manipulation:

. Effectively addressing foreign information manipulation depends
upon countries going beyond “monitor-and-report” approaches to include
developing and implementing strategies to counter this threat.

. Marshalling and administering a national-level approach to
countering foreign information manipulation benefits from coordinated
interagency structures. '



. Effectively countering foreign information manipulation depends
on having the technical means and human capacity needed to maintain
awareness of the threat.

. Civil society, independent media, and academia are essential in
supporting and informing government-led initiatives to counter foreign
information manipulation.

. Multilateral organizations that are leveraging international
cooperation to counter and build resilience against foreign information
manipulation are indispensable to alleviating information and capacity gaps
across partner nations.

III. Scope

To deepen the Participants’ partnership on these challenges, the Participants intend
to establish a bilateral consultation on countering foreign information manipulation
to set the direction for future activity. The Global Engagement Center and the United
States Embassy in Chisinau, on behalf of the United States Department of State, and
the Center for Strategic Communications and Countering Disinformation, and the
State Chancellery are expected to jointly lead this consultation.

1V. Implementation, Status, and Discontinuation

This MoU becomes operative upon signature by both Participants. It may be revised
by mutual decision of both Participants in writing. Either Participant may
discontinue this MoU through written notification to the other Participant. This MoU
does not give rise to any rights or obligations under international or domestic law.
Any cooperation hereunder is subject to the availability of funds for such purposes.



The Participants intend to exchange information under this MoU in accordance with
their respective laws, regulations, and policies. The Participants intend that any
information exchanged under this MoU would be provided with an expectation of
confidentiality and should not be disclosed outside of the receiving Participant’s
government, save where disclosure is otherwise required by the receiving
Participant’s domestic law.

Parties to this Agreement will be the State Chancellery of the Republic of Moldova
and the U.S. Department of State until the legal entity Center for Strategic
Communications and Countering Disinformation is established. After the
completion of the establishment procedures, the Center will replace the State
Chancellery as part of this Agreement.
